Term 1
Safari
	English
Information Texts – We will be reading Handa’s Surprise in line with our Geography topic and discussing the types of animals and fruits we might find in Kenya. We will also be looking at non-fiction books about Kenya and exploring the genre and features of a non-fiction book.

Recount – We will read Elmer, sequence the story and begin to discuss adjectives.

Poetry - We will explore poetry by creating an acrostic poem based on our safari knowledge in geography. We will also create a shape poem using our knowledge of adjectives and our food tasting experience in English.

	P.E
Football – Children will begin to work on skills such as dribbling, passing and striking. Once the children become comfortable with these basic skills, we will discuss the rules of the game and the children will participate in small games to use the skills they have learnt.

Agility- We will be learning how to improve our agility in a range of fun games and activities that will help us to: perform the correct running technique, throwing, balancing and jumping. We will also discuss concepts such as coordination and spatial awareness

Christianity – What do Christians believe God is like?

We will be discussing God and his importance to Christians. We will consider the beliefs that Christians have about God and begin to relate them to our own thoughts and actions.
	Science
Living Things - Humans

This term our Science topic is ‘Living Things’. We will focus on humans. Learning will be playful and practical whenever possible as we discover, test, explore and find out about our 5 senses and the key role they have in our lives. We will learn to identify parts of the human body, using the associated vocabulary to describe it confidently. 
	Computing
We are Painters

The children will be experimenting with the different tools available in Paint. We will be using Handa’s surprise as our stimulus and the children will be creating pictures based on the story. Through this topic, children will also learn to log onto the computers, save and re-open their work and log off.
	Geography
What is it like on a safari?

The children will learn to locate Africa and the other continents on a map and identify the country of Kenya. They will learn how to use a compass to navigate around a map. Then the children will learn about the differences between Kenya and the U.K. We will discuss how the climate and living conditions are different in contrasting areas of Kenya. We will discuss different animals we may find on a safari in Africa. The children will end the topic writing an acrostic poem exploring their Kenya safari knowledge.

Collage

This term, the children will explore collage through the story of Elmer. The will use a range of different materials to collage different pictures whilst considering shape and working on their cutting skills. The children will also carry out art activities based on our Safari topic through a more play-based learning environment.
	Music
Sounds Interesting

We will spend time learning how to identify different sounds, how to change sounds and how to respond expressively to a stimulus using not only our voices and instruments, but also our bodies and found objects! 
	PSHE
Team
This unit is inspired by the idea that if a team works well together, it has a positive impact on all of its members and what they can achieve. It aims to enable the children to develop successful collaborative working skills, such as good listening. In this unit, children learn about the importance of being kind to others, the effects of bullying and teasing and what to do about it if they see it happening, or it happens to them. They will also think about effective learning skills and how to identify good and not-so-good choices.

· A picnic trying different fruits that could be grown in Kenya. We will explore the sight, smell, touch and taste of different types of fruit.

Term 2
Transport 
	English
Letter Writing - We are going to look at the genre of letter writing. We will begin by looking at the story of Beegu where we will write letters to an alien who visited our school! We will then move on to reading ‘The Day the Crayons Quit’ to look further at the features of a letter and also discuss the punctuation used such as question marks and exclamation marks.  This is in preparation for our end of topic piece of writing where the children will write a letter home pretending they have just travelled on a steam train.
	Mathematics

· Addition and subtraction
· Shape, position and direction
· Multiplication and division
	P.E
Gymnastics – The children will learn different elements of gymnastics, such as balancing, rolling and climbing. We will explore different ways of moving across the floor, benches and the wall bars. 

Multiskills- Children will use a range of different equipment to support their learning during this topic. We will be work on our target practice as well as other ball skills, including throwing, catching and rolling. We will also be discussing changes to the body during exercise.

Christianity – Why does Christmas matter to Christians?
We will be learning about the birth of Jesus and how important it is to Christians. They will discuss what Christians are thankful for, making links to their own lives.
The children will explore different ways that Christmas is celebrated by Christians.
	Science
Seasons – Autumn and Winter

As the seasons change, we will turn our attention to the outdoors and learn about the varying weather experienced in the Autumn and Winter. We will make comparisons and discuss how the length of the ‘day’ varies, calling upon our own previous experiences of the practical differences at this time of year. We will use simple equipment to take measurements and begin to record in a variety of ways.  
	Computing
We are Celebrating

Children will have the opportunity to create a digital Christmas card. They will learn to use technology purposefully to create, organise, store, manipulate and retrieve digital content. The children will look at using technology safely and respectfully. The children will also be learning about e-safety during this topic. Discussing what it means to stay safe online.

	History
How has transport changed?

The children will look at different types of transport and how it has changed throughout history. Each week will focus on a different form of transport and we will look at how it has evolved over time. They will develop their comparison skills and be encouraged to ask questions.

Vehicles

Children will create forms of transport using axles, chassis and wheels during our DT topic, based on our transport topic.

	Music
The Long and Short of it!

We will help the children learn to discriminate between longer and shorter sounds and then to use this ability to create interesting sequences of sound. We will explore the duration of vocal and instrumental sounds. Dynamics, pitch and tempo will be investigated as we move through the term.
	PSHE
It’s My Body
The It’s My Body unit explores choices that children can make about looking after their bodies. The lessons look at key areas where children can make safer choices: their body, sleep and exercise, diet, cleanliness and substances. Children will learn facts about each of these areas and learn strategies to manage them. The message of choice and consent runs through the unit and children are encouraged to get help from trusted adults when necessary.

Term 3
Then and Now

	English
Instruction Writing – This term, we will begin to read, follow and write our own instructions. We will begin with writing instructions to find treasure before moving on to writing instructions for making pizza towards the end of the term. During this topic we will explore different word classes such as verbs, adverbs and time conjunctions.

Netball- 
The children will work on the basic skills of  netball such as ability to  throw and catch the ball (chest and bounce pass). The children will use Bible stories to begin to understand the concepts of ‘Gospel’ or ‘good news’.  Children will discuss what this means to Christians and how they show their beliefs during this time.

Living Things – Animals 

In Term 3, children will learn to identify and name a variety of common animals. They will be encouraged to notice differences and similarities between the animals. Activities will be focused around grouping the animals by considering their structures and diets. As the term progresses, they will be supported in following their own lines of enquiry about a favourite animal and recording their findings!

Treasure hunters

Children will begin by using themselves to program each other around a large space to find treasure. We will be discussing terms such as ‘programmer’ ‘algorithm’  ‘turn’ ‘forwards’ ‘backwards’ ‘debugging’. Following this, children will move on to using the Beebots and finally create their own maps before teaching the Tiny Tigers to use them.
	History
What has changed in the last 100 years?

The children will investigate what life was like 100 years ago. They will be encouraged to ask questions, compare life back then to now. We will look at how schools, food, entertainment and toys have changed. They will develop their questioning, researching and comparing skills before being involved in a whole class debate to reach an answer.

Pointillism

Children will explore the art form of pointillism. We will look at famous artwork using this technique, explore creating pieces of art using pointillism and finish by creating a final piece in this style.

	Music
Feel the Pulse!

This term we develop the children’s ability to recognise the difference between pulse and rhythm. We then support them to perform a short musical piece with a sense of pulse in which they begin to make considerations about tempo and repeated rhythmic phrases.
	PSHE
Be Yourself

This unit is inspired by the idea that having confidence to ‘be yourself’ can have a positive impact on mental health and emotional wellbeing. It aims to enable children to recognise their positive qualities and appreciate their individuality. In this unit, children are encouraged to recognise different emotions and explore different strategies to help them manage any uncomfortable feelings they experience. They will learn about how big life changes impact on feelings and emotions and explore the importance of sharing their thoughts and feelings

	Extras

The children’s learning will be enhanced with lots of wow moments, including;

-A trip to Glendale Lodge to interview the residents about their lives as children and what has changed since they were children.

Castles

	English
Traditional Tales -
We will read Jack and the Beanstalk, sequencing and retelling the story. Using adjectives for character and setting descriptions as well as our knowledge gained from our History lessons about castles.

	P.E

This topic will covering a range of different ways to communicate using the computer. We will discuss emailing, blogging and typing all through our DB Primary resource.
	History
Why are Castles important buildings?

The children will explore the different features of a castle and their purposes, as well as the people who live and work there.  We will explore Walmer Castle to learn about history within our locality.

Weaving

This term, the children will learn about the art of weaving. We will discuss weaving different materials and practise some paper weaving linked to our topic of castles. 

Children will also make shoebox castles during this term for their DT project.

Taking Off!

We will be exploring pitch by helping the children to discriminate between higher and lower sounds. They will be supported in creating simple melodic patterns in response to stories and will use their own voices (as well as instruments) to move higher and lower in steps and leaps.

Arctic

	English
Traditional Tales – This term we will read Eliot Midnight Superhero and plan and write our own superhero adventure! We will be using all of the skills we have learnt over the year to create a piece of writing with some fantastic features such as exciting verbs, adverbs and adjectives as well as exclamation marks.

Rounders-

	Computing
We are Weather Forecasters

We will use our knowledge gained this term about the weather to make our own weather report about the local weather conditions . We will use different features of a camera to do this, develop collaboration skills and discuss our work and how it could be improved. 
	Geography
What is it like in the Arctic?

The children will learn about where the Arctic is in the world. We will discuss how it is different to England, discussing the different animals you might see as well as the climate and weather. Children will end the topic by imaging they have been to the Arctic and write a postcard to a loved one at home, telling them all about their experiences.

Painting/Printing

The children will develop their understanding of painting and printing to create Arctic Art work. The children will create artic landscape pictures and pictures using silhouetted animals. Children will explore different types of paint, including watercolour and poster paint.

What’s the Score?

Children will be encouraged to recognise different ways sounds are made and changed through experimenting with a range of classroom instruments. We will look at how these instruments can be grouped into families. We will learn that symbols can represent ways that an instrument could be played and sequences of sound can be made using these symbols. 
	PSHE
Britain
This unit is inspired by the idea that individuals can have a positive impact on groups and communities to which they belong. It aims to enable the children to identify that they belong to various groups and communities and ways in which they contribute positively to these. In this unit, children learn about community, being good neighbours and looking after the environment. They will also learn about Britain, what it means to be British, about diversity and the importance of celebrating and being respectful of our differences.
