	English

Christianity - What does it mean if God is loving and holy?
The children we be discussing different ways of describing God and creating illustrations to show this.  We will also be discussing whether it is more important for God to be loving, holy, or a balance of both. 
	Science
Earth and Space
Children will describe the movement of the planets in relation to the sun and the movement of the moon in relation to the Earth.  They will gain an understanding of the Earth’s rotation to explain day and night. Children will identify and use scientific opinion, including views that differ.  They will record their knowledge in different ways including diagrams and tables.
	Computing
We are presenters
Children will use text, photo, sound and video editing tools to refine work.  Children will select an appropriate online or offline tool to create and share ideas. They will review and improve their own work and support others to improve their work.  Children will use different online communication tools for different purposes. They will use a search engine to find appropriate information and check its reliability.  Children will recognise and evaluate different types of information they find on the World Wide Web.
	History
What did the Ancient Greeks ever do for us? We will be heading back in time to investigate life in Ancient Greece.  We will explore the different lifestyles of citizens from the city states of Athens and Sparta.  To answer our enquiry question, we will focus on Ancient Greek religion, philosophy, leadership, writing, artwork, buildings and sport to help us understand the significance of Ancient Greek innovations on modern-day life.

We will be using our knowledge from our History topic to design, create, paint and evaluate sculptures of mythical creatures and Gods/Goddesses.

The children will focus on their achievements, aspirations and opportunities, while considering the type of attitude that helps us succeed. They will investigate their personal preferred learning styles to understand how they learn best. Children will look at challenges people face and barriers to success, then think about strategies we can use to overcome such obstacles. They will identify opportunities that are available to them now and those which may be available to them in the future. The children will also set personal goals and the steps they can take to achieve these in year and the future.

Term 2

	English
Narrative - We will be focussing on Brazil in English and will be looking at a range of genres. We will study poetry, writing our own about different features of Brazil, writing non-chronological reports on things to do in Brazil and writing instructions on how to make certain Brazilian foods.
	Mathematics

Basketball - Children learn the basic rules of basketball and learn different techniques to dribble the ball with control.  They will practise a variety of passes and shoot using the correct technique.  They will develop their ability to attack and defend strategically.
Hockey/Rugby – Children will pass, receive and shoot the ball with increasing control under pressure.  They will create and use a variety of tactics to help a team.

Christianity – Was Jesus the Messiah?
We will explore how the Church and Christians show that God is worth worshipping.  The children will discuss what they think God would love and dislike about the world today.
	Science
Forces
Children will understand the force of gravity and the way it acts between objects and the Earth.  They will learn about air resistance, water resistance and friction.  Children will also recognise that mechanisms allow a smaller force to have a greater effect.  Children will be planning their own investigations to answer questions – identifying any unusual results.
	Computing
We are artists
Children will use the skills already developed to create content using unfamiliar technology. They will use their programming knowledge to create artwork. They will select, use and combine the appropriate technology tools to create effects that will have an impact on others. Children will review and improve their own work and support others to improve their work.
	Geography
How diverse is the physical and human geography of Brazil?
The pupils will be encouraged to compare the geography of Brazil to that of the UK. Pupils will begin by studying the human and physical features of Brazil, before placing Brazil in the wider context of the world and South America. They will investigate the many differences between urban and rural Brazil and case study the lives of people living within Rio de Janeiro.

Painting
We will be studying the creations of two famous Brazilian artists – Romero Britto and Beatriz Milhazes.  We will use the qualities of watercolour and acrylic paints to create visually interesting pieces, combining colours, tones and tints to enhance the mood of a piece. We will learn to use brush techniques and the qualities of paint to create texture.

Cyclic Patterns
In this unit, the children will be exploring rhythm and pulse.  They will use body percussion to combine beat, rhythm and tempo in performance.  They will learn about cyclic patterns and how they fit together.  Children will then create their own patterns and then extend rhythmic ideas using timbre and duration.

Together Everyone Achieves More
This unit focuses on the positive qualities of a team, learning how to disagree respectfully and communicate effectively.  It looks at the key qualities and skills needed for a team to be successful.  The lessons address collaborative learning and teach children how to compromise to ensure a group task is completed successfully.  The unit ends by addressing the importance of caring for team members and the shared responsibilities a team has.

Term 3

	English
We will be studying the book ‘The Titanic Detective Agency as our focus book.
Newspaper Report – Children will recount the event of The Titanic and its launch, learning about the main features of a report and then writing their own.
Persuasive Writing/Adverts – The children will be researching and creating their own menus for the different classes that were on the ship. 
Diary Entry – Using our core text, the children will choose to write a diary entry from the point of view of one of the characters.

Dance – Children will adapt and refine actions, dynamics and relationships in a dance.  They will perform different styles of dance clearly and fluently.  They will recognise and comment on dances, showing an understanding of style.

Christianity - How can following God bring freedom and justice?
We will use the story of exodus to help us find out how people of God followed him. We will analyse passages from the story to find proof and examples of freedom and justice.
	Science
Properties and changes of materials
Children will compare and group together materials based on evidence from comparative and fair tests.  They will also be able to give reasons for particular uses of everyday materials.  Children will use their prior knowledge of solids, liquids and gases to decide how mixtures might be separated.  They will draw conclusions from data and use appropriate scientific vocabulary.
	Computing
We are data handlers
Children will use a spreadsheet and database to collect and record data, based on the sinking of the Titanic.  Children will present data in an appropriate way using a range of charts and graphs.  They will talk about mistakes in data and suggest how it could be checked.
	History
How can we learn about the sinking of the Titanic and life in 1912 by studying historical artefacts from the wreck?
We will be using historical artefacts to discover more about the disaster and its passengers.  We will explore how life on-board the Titanic and the disaster were affected by class and social attitudes.  Each child will receive the profile of a real-life passenger, investigating their journey and fate.

Sketching
Children will draw sketches of the Titanic.  They will use a variety of techniques to add interesting effects (e.g. reflections, shadows, direction of sunlight) and a choice of techniques to depict movement, perspective, shadows and reflection.

Children will also create shoebox ship cabins.  They will use joining techniques to create furniture and printing to create unique wallpaper.
	Music
Roundabout
Children will learn to sing and play music in two (or more) parts. They will explore the effect of two or more pitched notes sounding together – harmony. They will experiment with clusters of pitched notes and discover which combinations are ‘comfortable’ (concords), and which ‘clash’ (discords).  They will sing rounds and experiment with melodic ostinati to provide accompaniments.  They will play drones and single note accompaniments.
	PSHE
Money Matters
We will be thinking about how money is used in the wider world. Children will discuss the possible consequences of taking financial risks and identify ways to avoid these. They will also learn about influences advertisers try to use to encourage us to spend our money and how to see the real value of products by being critical consumers. Children will also learn about budgeting and discuss what happens if people cannot afford what they need to buy. Children will also have the opportunity to discuss how our earning and spending can contribute to society through the payment of tax.

	English
Our core text will be ‘The Explorer’, a book all about investigating the Amazon Rainforest.
Setting description – We will be using the book to inspire our own creative writing, describing the rainforest.
Persuasive letters – we will be writing letters persuading the Brazilian government to save the Amazon.

Gymnastics – Children will create and perform sequences using apparatus, individually and with a partner.  They will use strength and flexibility to improve the quality of performance.
Football/Netball – Children will pass, receive and shoot the ball with some control under pressure.  They will develop a wider range of skills and begin to use these under some pressure.  They will select and apply preferred skills with increasing consistency.

Christianity - What did Jesus do to save human beings?
In this topic, we will look at the events leading up to Jesus’ death and the events afterwards. We will discuss what Christians mean when saying that his death was a sacrifice. Children will make connections between Christian beliefs and celebrations.
	Science
Properties and changes of materials
Children will understand that some materials dissolve in liquid to form a solution.  They will understand how to recover a substance from a solution – understanding that some changes are reversible and others are irreversible.  Children will know that some changes result in the formation of new materials.  Children will be making predictions and recording data carefully. 
	Computing
We are bloggers
Children will become familiar with blogs as a medium and a genre of writing.  They will create a sequence of blog posts about a theme of their choice.  They will learn to incorporate additional media, comment on the posts of others and develop a critical, reflective view on a range of media.  They will develop their understanding of what it means to be a good digital citizen, using technology safely and responsibly.  They will learn about a range of ways to report concerns about content and contact.
	Geography
Why are rainforests so wet and deserts so dry?
Children will be encouraged to reflect upon how climate has such an important influence upon landscapes, plants, animals and human activity on Earth. Pupils will develop their understanding of how climate is the main factor determining the distribution of biomes on Earth, through the study of two biomes in depth (rainforests and deserts).

Collage
Children will use our geography learning to create collages of desert and rainforest landscapes.  They will learn to mix textures (rough and smooth, plain and patterned) and combine visual and tactile qualities.

	Music
Songwriter
In this unit the children will understand the term ‘lyrics’ and how lyrics can reflect the time and place where they were written.  They will learn about musical structures in songs, how lyrics can be generated and organised and how the melody reflects the lyrics.  Children will have the opportunity to write their own songs and consider an accompaniment.
	PSHE
It’s My Body
Children will learn about how to take care of their bodies. This will involve learning about consent and autonomy, learning about body image and stereotypes and learning about substances which are harmful to our bodies. Children will also learn about the importance of sleep and keeping clean. Lessons will explore the things that influence the way people think about their bodies, where different pressures can come from and how these pressures can be resisted. Children will learn about the support that is available to them.

Judaism - What does it mean to be Jewish in Britain today?
Children will make connections between Jewish practices and their beliefs about God.  We will look at Jewish festivals and how they impact Jews today.  We will look at Jewish rituals and practices in Britain today.
	Science
Animals including humans
Children will learn about, discuss and describe the changes that occur as humans develop from birth to old age.  They will look at data of growth and plot graphs and charts.  They will use appropriate scientific vocabulary.
	Computing
We are communicators
Children will learn to use alternative forms of communicating, including semaphore and Morse code.  Children will understand how computers communicate with each other and that they transfer data using binary.  They will transfer and interpret messages using various codes.  Children will describe different parts of the Internet.
	History
How did WW2 change the lives of Britons?
The children will learn when and why World War II began and find out about the key individuals and countries involved. They will discover all about evacuation; learn what it was like to live with food rationing and explore the contribution made by women to the war effort. Furthermore, they will learn important facts about the Holocaust and investigate key turning points in the war, such as the Battle of Britain and the German invasion of Russia. Studying World War II will help children to develop their investigation and evaluation skills; learn to organise information chronologically and understand how past events have helped to shape the world today.

Children will make link between the five pillars of Islam and their beliefs.  Children will look at what the five pillars mean and what Muslims do to practise them.  We will look at what the Qur’an means to Muslims.

Living things and their habitats
Children will describe the differences in life cycles of a mammal, an amphibian and a bird.  They will also learn about the life process of reproduction in some animals.  Children will be encouraged to use their prior knowledge and ask and answer questions to develop their understanding further. 
	Computing
We are programmers
Children will be decomposing problems into smaller parts to design an algorithm for a specific outcome and use this to write a program. They will use logical reasoning to detect and debug mistakes in a program. Children will refine procedures using repeat commands to improve a program. They will change an input to a program to achieve a different output.
	Geography
What are the human and physical features of the geography of the U.K?
We will be exploring the geography of the fascinating country we live in. We will learn all about how the UK is organised into countries, counties and cities, as well as learning about the human and physical features of Great Britain, such as population, life expectancy, tallest mountains, longest rivers, coastlines and much more.

Savoury Cooking
Children will understand that food is grown reared and caught in the UK, Europe and the wider world and that seasons may affect the food available. Children will learn how to prepare and cook savoury dishes safely and hygienically, including the use of a heat source. They will use a range of techniques such as peeling, chopping, slicing, grating, mixing, spreading, kneading and baking.
They will follow a recipe, but adapt it to change the appearance, taste, texture and aroma.

Who knows?
In this unit children will explore the musical process. They will understand how sounds can be described using symbols, learn about pulse, metre and rhythm, understand how music is composed from different stimuli and how pitch can be organised. They will also use different starting points to create a composition.

Growing Up
This topic builds on children’s knowledge of the human body; how we grow and change, both physically and emotionally, including during puberty. Children will learn about their own and others’ bodies and how male and female bodies play a part in human reproduction. They will also learn about different relationships and family structures.
